The Application

Firstly, it is not clear from the face of the application what the changes are with respect to
the current licence, it would have been helpful if the applicant had given an indication of the
net effect of the application rather than interested parties having to determine this
themselves, and furthermore the lack of plans on the website makes it difficult to determine
layout and especially in relation to increases in capacity which is directly relevant to
‘cumulative impact’.

With reference to the current premises licence issued to Soho House UK Ltd on 23rd
January 2017, the overall effect of the new application is as follows,

* increase in hours for sale of alcohol by 30mins to 01-30
« addition of live music to 01.30

There is no mention of the restaurant capacity.

Issues of concern relate to the extension of hours.

There are private homes in nearby buildings, and residents in the surrounding area already
subject to noise and general nuisance every night of the week. Greek Street / Old Compton
Street is at the heart of Soho’s late night economy with numerous restaurants, bars and
entertainment establishments, the area is densely populated at night with people drinking
on the street creating loud levels of noise, disturbance and anti social behaviour this is
compounded by pedicabs parked outside premises playing amplified music adding to the
noise nuisance. Over the past few years Soho has seen a significant increase in crime and
disorder and particularly drug dealing and drug taking on the streets. The Greek Street
intersection with Romilly Street is the favoured position for drug dealers to loiter and sell
drugs, these and the surrounding streets is at the centre of criminal activity which is
attracted by the night time economy and high numbers of intoxicated people. The proposed
extended terminal hour will fail to promote the licensing objectives and therefore we feel it is
necessary to keep to the current licensed operating hours and conditions with no increase
in capacity.

Licensing policy

This area has been identified by the Westminster City Council (2.4.1 of the Statement of
Licensing Policy, as amended) as under stress because the cumulative effect of the
concentration of late night and drink led premises and night cafes has led to serious
problems of disorder and/or public nuisance affecting residents, visitors and other
businesses.

The policies in relation to the stress areas are directed at the global and cumulative effects
of licences on the area as a whole (2.4.5 of the policy). The policies are intended to be strict
and will only be overridden in genuinely exceptional circumstances (2.4.2 of the policy). The
growth in the entertainment industry in Soho has led to a marked deterioration in the quality
of life and well-being of local residents and it has jeopardised the sustainability of the
community. Soho has a substantial residential community and many of these residents
suffer from problems such as, but not limited to, high levels of noise nuisance, problems




with waste, urinating and defecating in the streets, threats to public safety, anti-social
behaviour, crime and disorder and the change in character of historic areas.

For the reasons | have set out, we believe that the application, if granted in its present form,
would fail to promote the licensing objectives of prevention of public nuisance, prevention of
crime and disorder, and cumulative impact in the West End Cumulative Impact Area. |
respectfully urge the Licensing Sub-Committee to reject this application.

Appendix 3

CONDITIONS CONSISTENT WITH THE OPERATING SCHEDULE AND CONDITIONS
PROPOSED BY A PARTY TO THE HEARING

When determining an application for a new premises licence under the provisions of the Licensing
Act 2003, the licensing authority must, unless it decides to reject the application, grant the licence
subject to the conditions which are indicated as mandatory in this schedule.

At a hearing the licensing authority may, in addition, and having regard to any representations
received, grant the licence subject to such conditions which are consistent with the operating
schedule submitted by the applicant as part of their application, or alter or omit these conditions,
or add any new condition to such extent as the licensing authority considers necessary for the
promotion of the licensing objectives.

This schedule lists those conditions which are consistent with the operating schedule, or proposed
as necessary for the promotion of the licensing objectives by a responsible authority or an
interested party as indicated. These conditions have not been submitted by the licensing service
but reflect the positions of the applicant, responsible authority or interested party and have not
necessarily been agreed

Mandatory Conditions:

1. No supply of alcohol may be made at a time when there is no designated
premises supervisor in respect of this licence.

2. No supply of alcohol may be made at a time when the designated
premises supervisor does not hold a personal licence or the personal licence is
suspended.

3. Every supply of alcohol under this licence must be made or authorised by a

person who holds a personal licence.

4. (1) The responsible person must ensure that staff on relevant premises do
not carry out, arrange or participate in any irresponsible promotions in
relation to the premises.

2) In this paragraph, an irresponsible promotion means any one or more of
the following activities, or substantially similar activities, carried on for
the purpose of encouraging the sale or supply of alcohol for consumption
on the premises—

(@) games or other activities which require or encourage, or are designed
to require or encourage, individuals to;

() drink a quantity of alcohol within a time limit (other than to drink
alcohol sold or supplied on the premises before the cessation of
the period in which the responsible person is authorised to sell or
supply alcohol), or

(i) drink as much alcohol as possible (whether within a time limit

or
otherwise);

provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free or for a
fixed or discounted fee to the public or to a group defined by a
particular characteristic in a manner which carries a significant risk of
undermining a licensing objective;

period of 24 hours or less in a manner which carries a significant risk of
undermining a licensing objective;

The responsible person must ensure that free potable water is provided on
request to customers where it is reasonably available.

(1) The premises licence holder or club premises certificate holder must

ensure that an age verification policy is adopted in respect of the
premises in relation to the sale or supply of alcohol.

The designated premises supervisor in relation to the premises licence
must ensure that the supply of alcohol at the premises is carried on in
accordance with the age verification policy.

The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible
person to be under 18 years of age (or such older age as may be
specified in the policy) to produce on request, before being served
alcohol, identification bearing their photograph, date of birth and either—

(@ a holographic mark, or
(b) an ultraviolet feature.

The responsible person must ensure that—

where any of the following alcoholic drinks is sold or supplied for
consumption on the premises (other than alcoholic drinks sold or
supplied having been made up in advance ready for sale or supply in a
securely closed container) it is available to customers in the following
measures—

(i) beer or cider: ¥z pint;
(i) gin, rum, vodka or whisky: 25 ml or 35 ml; and
(iii)  still wine in a glass: 125 ml;

these measures are displayed in a menu, price list or other printed
material which is available to customers on the premises; and



(c) where a customer does not in relation to a sale of alcohol specify the
guantity of alcohol to be sold, the customer is made aware that these
measures are available.

A responsible person in relation to a licensed premises means the holder of the
premise licence in respect of the premises, the designated premises supervisor (if
any) or any individual aged 18 or over who is authorised by either the licence
holder or designated premises supervisor. For premises with a club premises
certificate, any member or officer of the club present on the premises in a capacity
that which enables him to prevent the supply of alcohol.

8(i) A relevant person shall ensure that no alcohol is sold or supplied for consumption
on or off the premises for a price which is less than the permitted price.

8(ii) For the purposes of the condition set out in paragraph 8(i)
above -

(@) "duty” is to be construed in accordance with the Alcoholic Liquor Duties
Act 1979;

(b) "permitted price" is the price found by applying the
formula - P = D+(DxV)

Where -

() P is the permitted price,

(i) D is the amount of duty chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if
the duty were charged on the date of the sale or supply of the
alcohol,
and

(i) Vs the rate of value added tax chargeable in relation to the alcohol
as if the value added tax were charged on the date of the sale or
supply of the alcohol;

(©) “relevant person" means, in relation to premises in respect of which
there is in force a premises licence -

() the holder of the premises licence,

(i) the designated premises supervisor (if any) in respect of
such a licence, or

(iii) the personal licence holder who makes or authorises a supply
of
alcohol under such a licence;

(d) “relevant person" means, in relation to premises in respect of which
there is in force a club premises certificate, any member or officer of the
club present on the premises in a capacity which enables the member or
officer to prevent the supply in question; and

(e) "value added tax" means value added tax charged in accordance with
the Value Added Tax Act 1994.



8(ii). Where the permitted price given by Paragraph 8(ii)(b) above would (apart from
this paragraph) not be a whole number of pennies, the price given by that sub-
paragraph shall be taken to be the price actually given by that sub-paragraph
rounded up to the nearest penny.

8(iv). (1) Sub-paragraph 8(iv)(2) below applies where the permitted price given by
Paragraph 8(ii)(b) above on a day ("the first day") would be different from
the permitted price on the next day ("the second day") as a result of a
change to the rate of duty or value added tax.

(2) The permitted price which would apply on the first day applies to sales or
supplies of alcohol which take place before the expiry of the period of 14
days beginning on the second day.

9. Admission of children to the premises must be restricted in accordance with
the film classification recommended by the British Board of Film Classification
or recommended by this licensing authority as appropriate.

10. The premises shall only operate as a restaurant in the area hatched and
labelled Kettner’s restaurant’ on the ground floor

() in which customers are shown to their table,

(i) where the supply of alcohol is by waiter or waitress service only,

the premises and are served and consumed at the table using non
disposable crockery,

(iv)  which do not provide any take away service of food or drink for immediate

(vi)  where alcohol shall not be sold or supplied, otherwise than for consumption
by persons who are seated in the premises and bona fide taking substantial
table meals there, and provided always that the consumption of alcohol by
such persons is ancillary to taking such meals.

Notwithstanding this condition customers are permitted to take from the premises
part consumed and resealed bottles of wine supplied ancillary to their meal.

11. (i) Notwithstanding the condition [10] above alcohol may be supplied and
consumed prior to their meal in the bar area (cross hatched on the plan),
by up to a maximum at any one time, of 14 persons dining at the premises.

(i) Notwithstanding condition [10] and 11(i) above alcohol can be supplied and
consumed to patrons not seated, who are attending a pre-booked private
event where a written guest list shall be held at reception for the event, and
will be retained for 31 days after the event for inspection by the police and
responsible authorities upon request.

A Public Safety/Fire Strategy scheme for each of the affected premises has been discussed
and agreed. This has resulted in a set of floor plans for each premises which are acceptable
to EH, District Surveyor, and London Fire Brigade.

The applicant wishes to make applications for New Premises Licenses and Variations to
replace current and existing Licenses:

Café Boheme - variation as we are only tidying up the conditions
SKB - demise is slightly changed so it will need to be a new application
Kettners and Soho House — new applications




From and EH perspective, this is an opportunity to improve the physical build and internal
arrangements of each of the premises and to bring the public safety arrangements up to
modern standards. It is also an opportunity for better regulation as more up to date Model
Conditions are brought to bear and existing Licenses are tidied up.

The applicant will submit the recently agreed floor plans for each premises and a number of
proposed Conditions for each Licence application.

It will be for the applicant to show that there will be no increase in Cumulative Impact in the
West End CIA. In this regard, it is noted that the current Licenses already allow for many
licensable activities to take place well beyond the Core Hours as defined in the City
Council’'s Licensing Policy. It will be for the applicant to explain in detail to the Licensing
Committee the comparison between the existing permitted hours and what is sought by way
of New Applications or Variations.

(i) drink a quantity of alcohol within a time limit (other than to drink alcohol sold
or supplied on the premises before the cessation of the period in which the
responsible person is authorised to sell or supply alcohol), or

(i) drink as much alcohol as possible (whether within a time limit or otherwise);

(b) provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free or for a fixed or
discounted fee to the public or to a group defined by a particular characteristic (other
than any promotion or discount available to an individual in respect of alcohol for
consumption at a table meal, as defined in section 159 of the Act);

(d) provision of free or discounted alcohol in relation to the viewing on the premises of
a sporting event, where that provision is dependent on;

(i) the likelihood of anything occurring or not occurring;

(e) selling or supplying alcohol in association with promotional posters or flyers on, or
in the vicinity of, the premises which can reasonably be considered to condone,
encourage or glamorise anti-social behaviour or to refer to the effects of drunkenness
in any favourable manner.

5. The responsible person shall ensure that no alcohol is dispensed directly by one
person intoc the mouth of ancther (other than where that other person is unable to
drink without assistance by reason of a disability).

6. The responsible person shall ensure that free tap water is provided on request to
customers where it is reasonably available.

I (1) The premises licence holder or club premises certificate holder shall ensure
that an age verification policy applies to the premises in relation to the sale or supply
of alcohol.



(2) The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible person to
be under 18 years of age (or such older age as may be specified in the policy) to
produce on request, before being served alcohol, identification bearing their
photograph, date of birth and a holographic mark.

8. The responsible person shall ensure that;

(a) where any of the following alcoholic drinks is sold or supplied for
consumption on the premises (other than alcoholic drinks sold or supplied having
been made up in advance ready for sale or supply in a securely closed container) it is
available to customers in the following measures;

(i) beer or cider: % pint;

(ii) gin, rum, vodka or whisky: 25 ml or 35 ml; and

(iii) still wine in a glass: 125 ml; and

(b) customers are made aware of the availability of these measures.

A responsible person in relation to a licensed premises means the holder of the premise
licence in respect of the premises, the designated premises supervisor (if any) or any
individual aged 18 or over who is authorised by either the licence holder or designated
premises supervisor.

(ii) Alcohol may be sold or supplied for one hour following the hours set out above (other
than Christmas Day and New Year's Eve), and on Christmas day, between 15.00 and
19.00, to persons taking table meals in the premises in a part of the premises usually set
apart for the service of such persons and for consumption by such a person in that part of
the premises as an ancillary to his meal. For other purposes or in other parts of the
premises the hours set out above shall continue to apply.

Monday to Saturday only:

(iii) (a)Alcohol may be sold or supplied until 01:00 in the morning following weekdays to
persons taking table meals in the premises in a part of the premises usually set apart
for the service of such persons and for consumption by that person in that part of the
premises as an ancillary to his meal.



(b) That part of the premises must also be used for the provision of entertainment by
persons present and performing to which the sale or supply of alcohol is also ancillary.

(¢) The alcohol must be sold or supplied at a time before (i) the provision of entertainment
by persons present and performing or (ii) the provision of substantial refreshment, has
ended. For other purposes or in other parts of the premises the hours set out above shall
continue to apply.

(d)This condition does not authorise any sale or supply to any person admitted to the
premises either after midnight or less than half an hour before the entertainment is due to
end, except in accordance with condition number 9 (ii) above.

NOTE - The above restrictions do not prohibit:

(a) during the first thirty minutes after the above hours the consumption of the alcohol on
the premises;

(b) during the first twenty minutes after the above hours, the taking of the alcohol from
the premises unless the alcohol is supplied or taken in an open vessel;

(c) during the first thirty minutes after the above hours the consumption of the alcohol on
the premises by persons taking table meals there if the alcohol was supplied for
consumption as ancillary to the meals;

(d) the sale or supply of alcohol to or the consumption of alcohol by any person residing
in the licensed premises;

(e) the ordering of alcohol to be consumed off the premises, or the despatch by the
vendor of the alcohol so ordered;

(f) the sale of alcohol to a trader or registered club for the purposes of the trade or club;

(g) the sale or supply of alcohol to any canteen or mess, being a canteen in which the
sale or supply of alcohol is carried out under the authority of the Secretary of State or
an authorised mess of members of Her Majesty's naval, military or air forces;

(h) the taking of alcohol from the premises by a person residing there;

(i) the supply of alcohol for consumption on the premises to any private friends of a
person residing there who are bona fide entertained by him at his own expense, or
the consumption of alcohol by persons so supplied,;

(j) the supply of alcohol for consumption on the premises to persons employed there for
the purposes of the business carried on by the holder of the licence, or the
consumption of liquor so supplied, if the liquor is supplied at the expense of their
employer or of the person carrying on or in charge of the business on the premises.

In this condition, any reference to a person residing in the premises shall be construed as
including a person not residing there but carrying on or in charge of the business on the
premises.

10. No person under fourteen shall be in the bar of the licensed premises during the
permitted hours unless one of the following applies:

(a) He is the child of the holder of the premises licence.
(b) He resides in the premises, but is not employed there.



(c) He is in the bar solely for the purpose of passing to or from some part of the premises
which is not a bar and to or from which there is no other convenient means of access
or egress.
